Mixing

Never prepare more spray solution than is required.

Half fill the tank with clean water and start the agitation. To
ensure thorough mixing of the product, invert the container
several times before opening. Add the required quantity of
CLICK PREMIUM to the spray tank while re-circulating. Fill up

the tank with water and continue agitation until spraying is
completed.

On emptying the container, rinse container thoroughly by

Recultivation

rye grass can follow a maize crop. Deep ploughing (greater
than 15cm) is necessary before drilling oilseed rape

Spring

Forage and grain maize, rye grass, spring wheat and
spring barley may be sown in spring following use of

CLICK PREMIUM but cannot be treated with terbuthylazine
containing products.
